SAINT MARTIN DE PORRES (1579-1639) 
November 3 
 An old illustration pictures 
Martin de Porres, finger to his 
lips—“Shhhh!”—as several mice 
peek out of sacristy vestment  
drawers, preparing to join a rodent 
“procession” following him out of 
church! Martin’s rescue of these  
unwelcome “guests,” and statues  
depicting him, broom in hand,  
feeding a dog, cat, bird, and mouse from the same 
dish symbolize his life and sanctity.  
 
 Initially denied entrance by the  
Dominicans because of “mixed race” (Spanish  
father, Panamanian mother), Martin cherished 
society’s marginalized. For him, menial tasks,  
lovingly done, were sacred. Great and lowly alike 
feasted on his charity. Enemies were reconciled 
by this “poor mulatto” (his self-description), kind 
even to those whose racism demeaned him.  
 
 Apprenticed to a surgeon-barber in his 
youth—thus patron saint of hair stylists and  
public health providers—Martin dispensed  
healing and dignity to Lima’s poorest, serving in 
them the Christ he adored for hours in the 
Blessed Sacrament. By the time he died, all Peru 
called him “Martin the Charitable,” a title even 
those of us who will never be called “saint” might 
still aspire to.

Dear Parishioners, 
 

Today we welcome our bishop, the Most  
Reverend Joseph Pepe , to our parish to bless the image 
of St. John Neumann and the statue of Our Lady of 
Guadalupe. Tomorrow we celebrate the feast of All 
Saints.  (There will be mass on Monday at 9:00 am).  All 
Saints' Day is a universal Christian feast honoring all 
Christian and unknown saints. The feast is celebrated by 
the Catholic, Orthodox, Lutheran, and Anglican churches. 
“Halloween,” celebrated in the United States, England, 
Ireland and France on the eve of the Day of All Saints,  
got its name from “All Hallow’s Eve” or the vigil of All 
Saints' Day ( http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/01315a.htm ). 
The Celtic people, who lived in Europe before the Chris-
tian era, believed that their god of death would allow the 
souls of the dead to return to their homes for a festal visit 
on this day. This belief led to the ritual practice of wan-
dering about in the dark dressed in costumes indicating 
ghosts, witches, hobgoblins, fairies and demons. But 
some historians believe that the  
pumpkin-carving and trick-or-treating are recent  
customs, reminiscent of Irish harvest festivals, brought to 
the United States by Catholic immigrants from Ireland 
and England. 
 

All baptized Christians who have died and are now with 
God in glory are considered saints. It was Pope Gregory 
IV who in 835 ordered the Feast of All Saints to be ob-
served universally on Nov. 1. It is a day in which we 
thank God for giving ordinary men and women a share in 
His holiness and heavenly glory as a reward for their 
faith. In addition, the feast is observed to teach us to 
honor the saints, both by imitating their lives and by seek-
ing their intercession for us before Christ, the only mediator 
between God and man (I Tim. 2/5). Today the Church  
reminds us that God's call for holiness is universal, and 
all are called to live in His love and to make His love real 
in the lives of those around them. Holiness is related to the 
word wholesomeness. We show holiness when we live lives 
of integrity and truth, that is, wholesome and integrated 
lives in which we are close to others and close to God.  
 

All Souls Day is Tuesday, November 2. The mass that day will 
begin the month-long Novena of masses for all our deceased 
loved ones whose names have been included on the All Souls 
envelopes we turned in.  This is a good tradition of our parish 
and a most welcome gift for those who have gone before us.  
 

Last, but certainly not least, I want to offer my sincere thanks to 
all those who worked so hard to make the Fall Festival a huge 
success: our terrific volunteers, planners, participants, creators 
and advertisers!  You are wonderful!  There are no financial 
totals yet, but we’ll let you know as soon as we can.  All in all, 
it was not only a good fundraiser, but also a great community 
builder and our entire parish has benefited.  THANK YOU!
