





Dear Parishioners,

We have a number of opportunities to pray and seek
God in November and December. Please join us in
our parish Mission this week on Monday, Tuesday and
Wednesday. Details are on page 7 of this bulletin. It's also
a good plan to begin Thanksgiving Day, November 25th
with Mass and thank Him for all our blessings. Mass will
begin at 9 am Thanksgiving Day.

December 8th is the Feast of the Immaculate Conception:

a Holy Day of Obligation. She is our country’s patron-

ess. Masses will be at 8 am, 12 noon and 6 pm. I invite
those who are attending for 8 am Mass to join in a Pot luck
breakfast afterwards. Just bring a breakfast dish to share
in a disposable container and we will enjoy them together.
Then on Sunday, December 12th, the Feast of the Our
Lady of Guadalupe, (the patroness of the Americas) bring
a dish to share (in a disposable pan) and we’ll eat and have
fellowship after the 8, 10 & noon masses. It will be fun.

As the Church year comes to an end, the Sunday
readings reflect on the final days of the world, our own
death and the final judgment. Today's theme is “The Day
of the Lord” or the “Second Coming” of Jesus in glory as
judge at the end of the world. Malachi in the first reading
foretells this Day, giving the warning that the future,
known to God alone, will bring healing and reward for the
just who forearm themselves with words and works
(peace, justice, mercy and truth), and retribution for the
“proud and all evildoers.” Today’s psalm refers to Jesus in
his second coming: “The Lord...comes to rule the earth; he will
rule the world with justice and the peoples with equity.”
Although Paul expected to be alive at the return of Jesus,
he cautioned the Thessalonians, in the second reading,
against the idleness with which some of them were antici-
pating the end, and encouraged them not to be weary of
doing good. He suggested that the best preparation for the
future was to devote their attention to present duties, to
maintain a holy and wholesome balance between prayer
and service, work and play, and to develop enduring
family ties and values. Good advice for today too!

Today’s gospel passage warns that the date of the end
of the world is uncertain. Signs and portents will precede
the end, and the faithful will be called upon to testify
before kings and governors. The good news, however, is
that those who persevere in faithfulness to the Lord will
save their souls and enter God's eternal kingdom. Christ’s
Second Coming is something to celebrate, because he is
going to present all creation to his heavenly Father. That is
why we proclaim it at every Mass: Christ has died, Christ is
Risen, Christ will come again. Hence Luke encouraged them,
in today’s gospel, to rely on Jesus’ promise of the protec-
tive power of a providing God and to persevere in faith
and its practice, “By your perseverance you will secure your
lives." May our lives, too, be thus secured as we also do
our best to persevere in faith, my brothers and sisters.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ:

The Collection for the Catholic Campaign for Human Development (CCHD) is approaching in our
diocese. This Collection supports works of charity and justice by funding community groups
whose goals are to solve problems and change policies that keep low-income residents in poverty.

One Florida group receiving funding from CCHD, composed of 20 churches, is called Hillsborough
Organization for Progress and Equality (HOPE). HOPE stepped in to support children at risk of
school failure. The group worked with the school district to develop a program through which
suspended students attend a supervised site during their suspension. There, they do schoolwork,
receive academic help from a teacher, and spend time with a counselor to deal with the
underlying problems that led to suspension. Students who may have become stuck in a cycle of
misbehavior and punishment are now improving their conflict management and academic skills,
setting the stage for a more secure future.

Groups who receive funding from CCHD find problems that affect them and then work to find
just solutions. Through CCHD, the Catholic Church is working to seek justice and reflect
Catholic social teaching. Please help the efforts of CCHD to break the cycle of poverty. Fight
poverty in America. Defend human dignity. Support CCHD in the upcoming
Collection. Please remember: 25% of our local Collection’s proceeds stays here in our diocese to
fight poverty in our communities and defend the dignity of our neighbors.

PERSEVERE IN OUR DAILY WORK

In our world and culture, where hard work is valued so much (we even give over a whole day on the civic
calendar to celebrate labor) and our “busyness” seems to escalate continually, Paul’s admonitions to the Thessalonians
seem a bit obvious. But even in our lives today, when we have more and more devices to save time, and still seem to
have less and less of it, people yet find ways to be busybodies in the midst of all their busy-ness.

In Paul’s day, some members of the Christian community were being idle because they knew the Lord was
returning in glory very soon. Why bother to work? So they turned their attention to meddling in the lives of others.
Theirs was a rather complacent “I’ve been saved” attitude in the face of the great tumult of the end times described by
Malachi and Jesus in the Gospel. These days, we have no such potent notion of the Lord’s imminent return, but Paul’s
message, which has an echo both in Malachi and Luke, is still pertinent for us. We must keep on doing our daily work,

and persevere in it, consecrate it all to the Lord, and tend to being faithful until the time of his return.

Whose House is This?
Whose house is the church building, God’s or ours?

The answer is yes! Both! Our church is God’s house because it is the house of the body of Christ,
the church. We cannot contain God. We cannot imprison God in some structure made of human hands.
But when we who are made holy by baptism, confirmation and Eucharist gather together, then God
chooses to live here in this place, among us. When we who are God’s church gather together, with our
bishop (or his delegate, the priest) and the deacon, around our book (on its stand), at our font (and its
water), and especially around the Lord’s altar (which is a dining table set in the shadow of the cross),
God chooses to dwell here, too.

The God who wove the night time sky and buttoned it with stars, the God for whom the

Rocky Mountains are naught but a bit of mud squished between divine toes, and for whom the oceans

are but puddles—this God does not need a temple. But the people whom this God loves from before

time began do need a place to gather, and to remember in sacred rites that the church is

made of flesh and blood before it is made of brick and board. Our church building is that

h?\! place! So it should be simply beautiful, and we should care lovingly for it. It isn’t any old

meeting hall. It isn’t any old living room. It isn’t a museum or a classroom, either. It is a

holy place, a holy land right here in our neighborhood where the body of Christ is joined, where the
voice of Christ rings out, where the sacrifice of Christ is offered and shared.

It is good to show reverence in and to the church building. But reverence is
not ignoring one’s neighbor as a distraction. Reverence is the wonder that we experience ,
and the love that we show when we realize that each one of those here gathered around !}’hs
the Lord’s altar is a living stone that builds a spiritual house, and it is here that God “ :
