SJNC Youth Experience
Homelessness & Service

Over the weekend of November 12-14, eighteen of
our parish’s confirmation students participated in our
semi-annual Homeless Retreat. During this retreat
the teens ate poorly, lived modestly (in cardboard
boxes), and served generously. After making 100
goodie bags & Veteran’s Day cards for the residents
of US Vets Friday night, they woke up at 4:30 AM
Saturday to minister with the Las Vegas Catholic
Worker community. Standing in a gravel lot on the
corner of G & McWilliams they served breakfast to
hundreds of hungry men and women with a

smile. Upon returning to the Worker House, our
youth dried their cleansed pots and pans, restocked
their pantry, and divided 500 tea bags.

Here at the Parish Center, they painted the red
curbs, cleaned the parking lot, and weeded along El
Campo Grande. All of this work was completed
while still learning about teen homelessness in Clark
County, the Corporal Works of Mercy, and the
themes of Catholic Social Teaching.

This is an amazing immersion experience.

JESUS IS THE REASON

In today’s world the Christmas season
starts on the day after Thanks-
giving and ends on December
25. For many of us this time is
filled with baking, sending
cards, choosing gifts, attending
parties, and setting up a Christ- [
mas tree and decorations. Add to
this our daily work schedules and the needs of
our children and this time of the year can be
very stressful.

The Church puts a different emphasis on
the next four weeks. This is Advent, the season
of expectation, with scripture readings and
prayers calling on us to prepare in our hearts
and lives for the Lord’s coming on Christmas
Day. According to our heritage, we may already
have Advent customs such as the lighting of
candles on the Advent wreath, a Jesse tree,
setting up a manger scene ready for the Christ
child at Christmas, or special devotions.

An Advent tradition from Germany
called Kristkindl (meaning “Christ child”) is
suitable for families, small church groups, or
even for individuals. The original custom was
for the mother of the house to pass a bowl
around the family circle containing rolled-up
slips of paper with a family member’s name on
each one. Each would take one slip and
carefully looked at the name so no one else
could see it.

For the rest of Advent the person named on the
paper became the Kristkindl of the person who
took the slip of paper, and he or she would do at
least one good deed a day for them, but without
them finding out who did it! Even young chil-
dren could do this. It became a treasured way of
preparing hearts to serve Christ through serv-
ing other people.

Honor Jesus in the person of your
Kristkindl pray for them, save money to send to
a good cause in their name, donate gifts to a
shelter, do extra chores unasked, adopt a needy
family. copyright © 2010, World Library Publications.

SIMBANG GABI (December 15-23, 2010)

*& BACKGROUND: In the Philippines, these Masses (nine-day novena) are celebrated early in the
. morning between 4-5 am and/or in the evening. It is also called “Misa de Gallo” (mass when the
i cock crows early in the morning). This is a very much desired Filipino religious tradition. Back
home families wake up early, attend Mass and pack many churches. After the liturgy, delicious
. Filipino food and delicacies are served and shared by families. Thus this becomes a religious and
. social gathering.
=~ ACTIVITIES: In the Las Vegas valley, we celebrate “Simbang Gabi” in different parishes at
their regular Mass time. We publicize the schedule in parish bulletins and invite all parishioners (especially
Filipino Catholics) to attend, participate & complete the novena. It is recommended that the Pastor/Associates
at the assigned parish preside at the liturgy. Other priests are welcome to celebrate. The readings of the day
are read and proclaimed. A very simple reception will take place after Mass.

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We Keep Advent

The slow sailing of the Earth around its star brings another winter.
An old hymn sings our impatience:

How long, dear Savior, O how long,
shall this, thine hour delay?

Fly swift around, ye wheels of time,
and bring the promised day.

We wait for Christmas. Yet even more, the church looks forward to that
promised day when Christ will return and time will end. But in all the anticipation
and preparation, let's not overlook the present moment, this holy time of Advent.
We keep Advent now until sunset on December 24.

The word advent is from a Latin word for "coming.” We remember Christ's first coming at
Bethlehem, and we "wait in joyful hope” for Christ to return in glory. John of Damascus (who
died in the early 8th century) wrote this prayer: "You have taken me captive with longing for
you, O Christ, and have transformed me with your divine love. Burn up my sins with the fire of
your Spirit and count me worthy to take my fill of delight in you, that, dancing with joy, I may
magnify your two comings."
