REASON TO REJOICE 
 Dark violet is used throughout Advent to 
express its character as a season of spiritual 
preparation for Christmas and “the coming of the 
Lord.” But on the Third Sunday of Advent,  
formerly known as Gaudete (Latin for “rejoice”) 
Sunday, rose may be added to the liturgical  
environment. The entire liturgy is infused with a 
spirit of rejoicing.  
  
 Today’s first reading and Gospel proclaim 
the reality of God’s saving work in our midst. 
Isaiah exuberantly describes the idyllic  
transformation of all creation as a result of God’s 
presence in the midst of the people. In the  
Gospel, Jesus connects Isaiah’s prophecy with 
what is happening in his own ministry.  
 
 In addition to the list of healings from 
Isaiah (the blind, the lame, lepers, and the deaf), 
Jesus’ presence brings two other reasons for  
rejoicing: “The dead are raised, and the poor 
have the good news proclaimed to hem”

Dear Parishioners, 
  

     Sunday Mass is part of the Church’s public work: it is 
the liturgy of the Church.  It belongs to the Church and the 
Church dictates how we celebrate it.  Recently I have  
noticed that few of our members kneel out of reverence 
and personal piety before they receive the Eucharist. So 
this must be addressed by educating the congregation as 
to the norm that is described in the General Instruction of 
the Roman Missal.   
     The Conference of Bishops of the United States has 
determined that in this country Communion will be 
received in a standing position, and that a bow will be the 
act of reverence made by those receiving. This is a sacra-
ment of unity.  The significance of unity in posture and 
gesture is a symbol of our unity as members of the one 
Body of Christ and should be a governing factor in our 
postures and actions.  Knowing that this is a sacrament of 
unity and that it is the work of the church should indicate 
to us that it is not a time for individual piety. I hope you 
understand this concept. The following is a quote from the 
General Instruction of the Roman Missal #160 b and in 
today’s bulletin, there is a copy of the USCCB teaching on 
this matter  

“The faithful are not permitted to take the  
consecrated bread or the sacred chalice by  
themselves and, still less, to hand them from one to 
another. The norm for reception of Holy Communion 
in the dioceses of the United States is standing.  
Communicants should not be denied Holy  
Communion because they kneel. Rather, such  
instances should be addressed pastorally, by  
providing the faithful with proper catechesis on the 
reasons for this norm.” 

  

     At the same time, the safety of the people must also 
be taken into consideration. The person behind you 
probably will not expect you to kneel and could possibly 
trip over you and may get hurt. This has happened in a 
few places around the country and we need to be  
sensitive to that, and do what we can to safeguard one 
another.  This is not only a priority of consideration for 
fellow parishioners, but also a matter of liability for our 
parish.   
     Also, we want to be sure to spiritually prepare  
ourselves for Christmas.  Reconciliation is at the top of 
the list.  This coming Tuesday, December 14th at 7 pm is 
our parish penance service.  There will be eight priests to 
hear confessions.  As I tried to emphasize to the  
congregation over the last two Sundays, this is an  
important sacrament and we have a special opportunity 
for everyone to receive it. If you are unable to come on 
that evening, please come on Saturday morning, 
December 18th for your confession.  It will be available 
from 10 am to 12 noon.  I hope you will join us and 
celebrate this sacrament of Reconciliation as a gift to 
Christ Jesus.

FEAST OF FAITH 
The Shape of the Mass 
 In the renewal of the liturgy that followed 
the Second Vatican Council, the full, conscious, 
and active participation of the assembly was the 
primary consideration. By participation, the  
Council Fathers did not mean just joining in the 
singing and the spoken responses, but active  
engagement and prayerful understanding of the 
rites. They envisioned a transparent liturgy, a 
worship that spoke so directly to the hearts and 
minds of the faithful that it would require no  
explanation at all. 
  
 The liturgy itself is the best possible  
catechesis on the liturgy. What does the liturgy 
teach us? It shows us the ministry of Jesus  
continuing in the present. He gathers a  
community. He calls us to prayer and repentance 
and praise. He teaches us with the very word of 
God. He does not send us away empty, but sets 
before us a marvelous banquet, feeding us with 
his very body and blood. Then he sends us forth to 
do what he has done—to give ourselves for others, 
not just in words, but in deeds. The Mass is the 
pattern of our Christian lives.

I CAN WAIT 
 Today Saint James urges us to be 
patient, “because the coming of the Lord is at 
hand” (James 5:8). “Being patient” means  
enduring without complaint. The farmer must 
wait for the sun, rain, and good earth to do their 
work, while the farmer weeds, fertilizes, and 
keeps away pests. Thus it is in Advent: God is 
sending us a savior, but we must prepare for his 
coming. Yet children are born impatient.  
Everyone has seen toddlers “melt down” when 
they have to wait.  
 
 Advent is four weeks—a long time for 
children. Many families use Advent calendars 
and Bible stories to focus their children on the 
unfolding of this season. They go to Advent  
penance services and choose gifts for people 
named on the parish giving tree. They light the 
Advent wreath before meals and pray together. 
The time a family spends savoring God’s good 
time helps children see the importance of

AROUND THE DIOCESE 

SIM BANG GABI (December 15-23, 2010) 
 

BACKGROUND: In the Philippines, these Masses (nine-day novena) are celebrated early in the 
morning between 4-5 am and/or in the evening. It is also called “Misa de Gallo” (mass when the 
cock crows early in the morning). This is a very much desired Filipino religious tradition. Back 
home families wake up early, attend Mass and pack many churches. After the liturgy, delicious 
Filipino food and delicacies are served and shared by families. Thus this becomes a religious and  
social gathering. 
ACTIVITIES: In the Las Vegas valley, we celebrate “Simbang Gabi” in different parishes at 

their regular Mass time. We publicize the schedule in parish bulletins and invite all parishioners (especially 
Filipino Catholics) to attend, participate & complete the novena. It is recommended that the Pastor/Associates 
at the assigned parish preside at the liturgy.  Other priests are welcome to celebrate. The readings of the day 
are read and proclaimed. A very simple reception will take place after Mass.

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Locusts and Honey 
 John the Baptist bridges the era of the prophets and the coming age of the Messiah. He is both the last of 
the great prophets before Christ and the first herald of the gospel. The Eastern churches have deep reverence for 
John, and they call him the Great Forerunner of Christ. The early church, too, had high respect for him, and his 
story is intertwined with the story of Jesus in the beginning of the gospel of Luke. 

 
John’s message is fire and his manner chills like the winter wind. He is a man of vast contrasts, eating 

locusts and wild honey, living in the desert and baptizing in water. He speaks truth to power, defying King Herod 
to his face. He stands up for what is right and he pays with his life. We recalled the beheading of John the Baptist 
on August 29. And we celebrated his birth on June 24 — an important holiday in Quebec! Soon, we will cele-
brate the birth of Jesus on December 25. There’s a connection between John and Jesus even in our calendar. 

 
In the fourth gospel, John the Baptist says of Jesus, “I must decrease and he must increase.” In times past, 

June 24 was thought to be the first day of summer, the longest day of the year. (We now know that to be June 
21.) After this date, the days start to become shorter, second by second, until December 21, the first day of winter 
and the shortest day of the year. In times past, people thought that December 24 was 
the shortest day of the year, and that on December 25, the days began to grow longer, 
second by second. So what John says happens every year: On his birthday, the sun is 
at its most glorious. But then it diminishes until the birth of the Son of God, when it 
gathers strength and glory again. Jesus himself said it: “There is no man born of 
woman greater than John the Baptist.”

Saint Cuatitlatoatzin and the Virgin of Guadalupe 
 As Cuatitlatoatzin (whose baptismal name was Juan Diego) was hurrying over Tepeyac hill (in present-
day Mexico City) to tend to a sick uncle in 1531, the Virgin Mary appeared to him. Mary herself once traveled 
“with haste to a Judean town in the hill country” to visit her elderly cousin Elizabeth, miraculously with child (as 
she herself was; see Luke 1:39). 

 
The book of Revelation, like Advent, is concerned with the end of time. Chapter 12 gives us this sign: a 

pregnant woman, robed in the sun, crowned with twelve stars, standing on the moon, threatened by a dragon. 
Eve, the first woman, was snared by the serpent. But the woman in Revelation escapes the star-hurtling dragon 
— that same, terrible serpent — and gives birth to life unending. On December 12, 1531, when Mary appeared to 
Cuatitlatoatzin, she left on his tilma the image of herself as the woman described in Revelation 12. 

 
Each year on December 9 — the day that he died — we remember Cuatitlatoatzin. And 
each year on  December 12, la dia de Guadalupe, Mexicans hold up for all the world to 
see a poor man’s coat: beautiful with the image of the woman clothed in sunlight and 
crowned with stars.
