Dear Parishioners,

It’s a busy time for us all. We, as Christians, prepare to
celebrate this great time of year by decorating, buying gifts,
and so forth, and that is one way, but we especially need to
prepare ourselves spiritually. In today’s gospel John the Baptist
introduced Jesus to the people and asked them to repent and
believe, for the kingdom of God has come near. He spoke
boldly, “Prepare the way of the Lord.” This message still rings
true today as well. But how do we do that? This is what the
season of Advent is all about. We prepare ourselves spiritually
through repentance: Metanoia (in Greek). This word was a
Greek army command that meant “about face: do not go any
further in the direction you are going, but turn around and
march in the opposite direction.” It is a call for a change of life.
John the Baptist challenges our superficial attempts at change,
demanding that we take a deeper look. In the bulletin, we have
published a list of opportunities for the sacrament of
Reconciliation in various locations: not only here, but other
parishes around the diocese. This is the greatest gift that we can
give the Lord as we wait in joyful anticipation of the
celebration of his first/historical coming, the second coming
and/or our own personal death.

Determining whether or not we are obeying the commandments
may be a good start at evaluating how we are doing right now
in our personal relationship with God. It opens our eyes to the
fact that we need to reconcile with him for the times we have
turned away, ignored, disobeyed, or failed to recognize him in
others. It is then that we realize how much we need the
sacrament of Reconciliation (also known as Confession). But
repentance is a two way process. It not only involves feelings,
but also requires action. “The person that repents makes a
decision to turn their life around and to walk thereafter in the
opposite direction.” Advent is the perfect time for us to take the
action needed. We begin by repenting of our sins and renewing
our lives through penance and then sharing our blessings with
others. Alexander Pope once said, “What does it profit me if
Jesus is reborn in thousands of cribs all over the world and not
reborn in my heart.” He can definitely be reborn in our hearts
during this season of Advent and every day of our lives
bringing us love, kindness, forgiveness and a spirit of humble
service.

Therefore, following John’s advice, let us prepare for Jesus’
new advent in our lives and joyfully wait for the second advent,
heralding the end of the age and the beginning of the new world
to come.

On the weekend of December 12, 2010 the Diocese of
Las Vegas will hold the annual collection for the
Retirement Fund for Religious, which provides assistance
for the care of elderly Catholic sisters, brothers, and
religious order priests.

Back
home families wake up early, attend Mass and pack many churches. After the liturgy, delicious
. Filipino food and delicacies are served and shared by families. Thus this becomes a religious and
. social gathering.
=~ ACTIVITIES: In the Las Vegas valley, we celebrate “Simbang Gabi” in different parishes at
their regular Mass time. We publicize the schedule in parish bulletins and invite all parishioners (especially
Filipino Catholics) to attend, participate & complete the novena. It is recommended that the Pastor/Associates
at the assigned parish preside at the liturgy. Other priests are welcome to celebrate. The readings of the day
are read and proclaimed. A very simple reception will take place after Mass.

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Prophet Isaiah

Written down in its present form about 200 years before the birth of Christ, the book of Isaiah is a
collection of prophesies, some of which were told for centuries before being put to papyrus. Next to the Psalms,
it is the most frequently quoted scripture in the gospels and epistles.
