Today’s reading contains Jesus’ response to the scribes and  
Pharisees who challenged Jesus about healing on the Sabbath and his 
apostles picking grain on the Sabbath to eat.  Upholding the law had 
become more important than the meaning of the law, which was to 
imitate that rhythm of God resting on the Sabbath as described in the 
book of Genesis. 
 
Jesus is addressing the weight of the law felt on the backs of his  
people when he says:  “Come to me, all you who labor and are bur-
dened [by the law]. . . . I am meek and humble of heart; and you will 
find rest.”   Perhaps this is a gentle reminder to ask ourselves if we 
are too focused on the number of activities in which we are involved

We can verify that you  
attend by seeing your identifiable donations (and/or active participation in church ministry) that have 
been posted in the computer.  
 
We cannot sign affidavits stating that you are a member of the parish (even if you do attend mass 
here), if we have no records to that effect.  If you would like to register, we encourage you to do so 
by completing the registration form found in the welcome flyer in the lobby or in the parish office.  
Please return it either by mail, or placing it in the collection basket, or dropping it off at the parish 
office.  Thank you very much.

LITTLE MYSTERIES 
 Two small rites—or, as one liturgist has called them, “little mysteries”—accompany the preparation of the gifts. 
The priest or deacon takes a small cruet of water from the server and adds a drop of water to the wine. Then, after the 
elevation of the chalice (and the incensation, if incense is used), the priest washes his hands. Both of these actions were 
at first practical, matter-of-fact realities: in the ancient world the wine was usually quite thick, and was generally mixed 
with water before it was drunk. And in the early church, when the faithful brought forward a great variety of gifts at this 
time, there was a definite need for the presider to wash his hands! 
 But now these rites serve a purely symbolic function. The mingling of the water and wine is accompanied by 
a prayer that speaks of the wonderful exchange of the Mass, the mingling of Christ’s divinity and our humanity. And 
as the priest washes his hands, he prays words of supplication from Psalm 51, acknowledging his own sinfulness in 
the presence of the assembly before he dares to approach the altar for this most sacred action.
