age and older not to eat meat.  
- The law of fast obliges all those from ages 18 
through 59 to refrain from eating between meals 
and to limit their eating to one full meal and two 
lighter meals for the day.  
- Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of 
both fast and abstinence. In the United States, 
all Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence.

We need to raise $ 252,000.00 from other fundraising 
and program income. This will bring down our weekly 
expectation from collections to $29,375.00. We average 
about $24,100.00 a week. That means each week we 
fall short $5,500.00.  The monthly mortgage for the  
Parish Center is $31,768.00 and whatever we don’t 
have when the  payment is due, must be taken out of 
our “less than substantial”  savings, which will soon  
disappear.

This Sunday we celebrate the “Rite of Sending” at the 8 
am and 12 noon masses. On the First Sunday of Lent, we 
send our catechumens (unbaptized individuals)  who are 
preparing for the sacraments of initiation at the Easter 
Vigil to the Cathedral, which is the mother church of our 
diocese.  Together with many others from throughout the 
diocese, these catechumens meet Bishop Pepe and in a 
this special ceremony, they offer a personal expression of 
their intention.  The bishop then “chooses” them to be 
included among the people of God as he declares them to 
be the elect.  From this day forward they are no longer 
considered as outsiders, but are part of the Church.  Just 
as God chose the people of Israel as his people, so in the 
name of the Church, the bishop does the same.  As the 
supporting community of faith for those we send to the 
bishop, we are called to encourage and pray diligently for 
these elect. They are now entering a most crucial phase of 
their conversion process and will need our continued sup-
port. We are to give good example to our elect and to dili-
gently prepare ourselves as well for the Easter Solemni-
ties through fasting, almsgiving and prayer. 
 

This is the essence of the Lenten season.  It is full of litur-
gical celebrations that serve to purify and enlighten us.  
Many of us will be wise enough to take advantage of 
these additional services.  As we do, let us not forget 
about the sacrament of Reconciliation and the frequent 
reception of Communion/Eucharist.  We will continue to 
receive in the hand until the second week after Easter.  
This will hopefully be the end of the flu season. 
 

 As we come for the Body of Christ, we show reverence 
by bowing our heads before the Eucharist and graciously 
extend our EMPTY left hand cupped inside our right hand 
to receive the Body of Christ.  (We never grab or take the 
host from the minister.)  The minister will say “The Body 
of Christ” and our answer should be in a clear and audible 
voice, “Amen” (not thank you!).  Then the minister places 
the blessed sacrament into our hand, and take a short step 
to the side where we reverently pick up the host with our 
right hand and consume it.  We should make every effort 
to remain in the state of grace and receive the Eucharist 
when we attend mass. 
 

I hope to see many of you at the various Lenten devotions 
and liturgies.  There will also be plenty of opportunities to 
go to confession.  The Lenten schedule is posted in this 
bulletin, at both entrances and on the website.  If you have 
any questions, please give our office a call. 
 
May you be led into the desert of this Lenten season and 
emerge closer to God than ever before.

Don’t forget to check your qualifications for the 
SNAP Program! For instance, here’s some  
financial guidelines for who qualifies: 
Household Size     Monthly Gross Income 
One person  $1174—$1806 
Two people  $1579—$2430 
Three people  $1984—$3052 
 
That, a picture ID, proof of address, and social 
security numbers of those who qualify for them 
in the family, are all you need to get started! 
 
Staff members from Threesquare, LV’s  
community food bank, evaluate families for the 
Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program 
(SNAP), a food stamp program, every Thursday 
in February to make sure all who qualify will be 
served. Come to the parish library on Thursday 
any time between 9am and 12pm, and see if you 
fit the qualifications.  
 
Most seniors on a fixed income may qualify, as 
well as the unemployed or underemployed.  
 
If you, a relative, or friend think there’s a  
possibility, don’t hesitate to come in.

REMEMBER 
 Once again the Church invites us to enter 
the desert of repentance. That desert, as today’s 
first reading reminds us, is also a desert of  
remembrance. This holy season summons us to 
remember all that God has done for us. Like the 
Israelites who recalled their captivity and God’s 
work to free them from the Egyptians, we, too, 
recall those times when we were held captive by 
sin and experienced freedom through the gift of 
God’s redeeming love.  
 Saint Paul tells us that the word of God is 
near us; it is in our mouths and in our hearts. 
May that sacred word prompt us to remember 
God’s great work of reconciliation in our lives 
and in our community. As this season of Lent 
unfolds, let us take to heart these words of Saint 
Paul and spend these forty days calling upon the 
name of the Lord, asking for forgiveness and 
healing.

SOMETHING EXTRA  
 How often have you been asked what you are giving up for Lent?  
Sometimes we never grow out of the childhood habit of just giving up candy or 
sugar! How about a different approach, by which you make an effort to do  
 something extra to honor God in this season?  
 Reconcile yourself with someone you don’t like, someone you generally avoid, or   
            someone you have injured in some way.  
 Perform acts of kindness for people without expecting anything back. 
 Buy a meal for a homeless person. 
 Resolve neither to listen to nor pass on gossip. 
 Take time in a natural outdoor space—your yard, a park, by a lake—even if it’s only for half an hour.  
 Read all you can about what causes poverty. Not only will you give yourself some useful lessons in    
            economics, sociology, and biology, you will know better how to serve God’s poor.  
 Save the cost of one meal a day and donate it to a favorite charity at Easter time.  
 Study, meditate, and pray with one or two scripture passages each day. 
 Do some ordinary daily task, and think about God while doing it. 
 If you are sick, confined to the house, or on the road a lot, pray for the needs of others. 
 In a place you go to regularly—your office, the supermarket, school—think where Jesus might be in 
 that place, and what you might do for him.  
 Are there special prayers/devotions from your family heritage that might help you grow spiritually? 
 Clean out closets and give gently-used clothing and household items to a charity. 
 Take bags of grocery items to the local food pantry. 
 Take part in a weekday Mass, parish mission, or special Lenten prayer service.  
 Keep a crucifix near you. Remember Jesus’ death on the cross.
