Candlemas Day, February 2nd

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         LEARNING ABOUT OUR FAITH 

THE INTRODUCTORY RITES continued . . . 
 

RESPONSES TO THE  
PROCLAMATION OF THE WORD 

 
The Responses to the Scriptures proclaimed during the Eucha-
ristic celebration have been considered very important, with 
the liturgical reforms put into effect, after the second Vatican 
Council. These, as we have mentioned before, seem to have 
been influenced by the Sabbath liturgy of the Jewish syna-
gogue. Responsorial psalms were sung after the readings from 
the Law of Moses (Torah) and the Prophets. Their purpose was 
to express the acceptance by the liturgical assembly of the mes-
sage conveyed by the Scripture readings, and to praise the 
Lord for his wonderful Revelation given. According to some 
recent studies done (The Mystery of Faith), these have a long 
history. 
 
The response of the liturgical assembly after the first reading 

has been called the Gradual because a sub
-deacon or a cantor is said to have chanted 
it, standing on one of the steps to the Lec-
tern which was in an elevated position. 
The word, “Gradual”, comes from the 

Latin word, “gradus”(step). After Vatican II, it is aptly called 
the Responsorial Psalm. This psalm usually has the same 
theme as the First Reading. Generally, it has an antiphon cho-
sen form the one of the verses of the psalm itself. The antiphon 
is usually sung or recited by the congregation while the psalm 
is sung or recited by a cantor or a lector. It is advised that the 
Responsorial Psalm be sung. During the Middle Ages, because 
of intricate music and singing, the psalm was shortened to one 
or two versus. The liturgical reforms after Vatican II restored 
it, as far as possible, to its pristine position. The responsorial 
psalm, while continuing the theme of the first reading, evokes 
a response on the part of the liturgical assembly to the procla-
mation of God’s word. 
 
When there is no second reading the “Alleluia Verse” or 
“Gospel Acclamation” is sung or recited after the responsorial 
psalm. Alleluia comes from Halellu-yah (Hebrew) which 
means Praise Yahweh. This was an acclamation in the liturgy 
of the temple in Jerusalem. Some of the praise-psalms used in 
the temple worship have this word, as a response of the congre-
gation, e.g. Ps.111-113; 115-117. In this sense it is a great 
praise of Yahweh. It is highly recommended that it be sung. 
According to the above-mentioned study (The Mystery of 
Faith), it has been in use in the Eastern Church even in the 
time of St. Augustine i.e.4th and 5th centuries A.D.  The Roman 
Liturgy adopting it in much later stage, first used it on Easter 
Sunday. After a period of time, it was included in Sunday lit-
urgy and eventually throughout the year. Verse for alleluia is 
generally adopted from the Gospel reading. In this respect, it 
prepares the congregation for the proclamation of the Gospel. 

ACTS OF THE APOSTLES continued. . .  
 
Proclamation of the Good News  
by Word and Deed  
The preaching of the Good News by the disciples of 
Jesus was often accompanied by great signs. This was 
a clear indication that Jesus who had performed mira-
cles during his ministry was actively present among 
his disciples. Moreover the miracles performed by the 
apostles are parallel to those of Jesus (Acts 3, 1-10 and 
14, 8-10 //  Mark 2,1-12; Acts 9, 36-43 and 20, 7-12// 
Luke 7, 11-17; This is in accordance with the promise 
of Jesus to his disciples that he would be with them till 
the end of the age (Mathew 28, 20). 
 
Beginning of Various Ministries (Acts 6, 1-7) 
The appointing of Assistants to the apostles who were 
later officially called Deacons was necessitated by dis-
crimination of the Greek-speaking Jews by the Ara-
maic-speaking Jews, as regards the distribution of pro-
visions to their widows. The Aramaic-speaking Jews 
looked down on the Hellenistic Jews who were consid-
ered as of second class. The apostles being convinced 
that their ministry was primarily the preaching the 
Good News, appointed their assistants, by Praying and 
Imposing Hands on them. This was also the Jewish 
practice at that time with regard to giving of a mission 
to someone. In the same manner, the apostles ap-
pointed their successors and the leaders of various lo-
cal Churches (13, 1-3; 14, 23; also 1 Timothy 4, 15). 
These were called presbyters or elders in fashion of 
tribal leaders of Israel. In addition to this the presby-
ters are mentioned along with the apostles in the con-
text of important decisions of the early Church (15, 6. 
22-23). Thus a hierarchy is seen emerging in the apos-
tolic Church. 
 
Church under Persecution reaching out to 
the Gentiles              
The church, continuing to be 
Judeo-Christian after the 
Pentecost is forced out of Je-
rusalem and adjoining regions of Judea, after the 
death Stephen, which signaled a terrible persecution 
(Act 8, 1-3). It is not clear whether the name Samaria 
refers to the city or to the region. In any case, it is 
ironical that the Good News goes from Jerusalem to 
Samaria which was looked down upon by the Jews. 
Hence the persecution becomes a necessary instrument 
in the hand of God to occasion the spread of the Good 
News. Thus the Church which was virtually intro-
verted and static becomes outgoing and missionary. In 
this connection, Paul seems to play an important role. 
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What Teens Need to Succeed, Part 3 
 

As we continue to explore how we as a parish community can better provide for the true 
needs of our youth we look this week at the asset area of Support. 

 
The more love, support, and adult contacts a young person has, the more likely it is that he or she will grow up 
healthy. 
The support assets are: 
1. Family support – Kids feel loved and supported in their family. 
2. Positive family communication – Kids and parents have frequent, in-depth conversations with each other on 
a variety of topics. 
3. Other adult relationships – Kids know other adults besides their parents they can turn to for advice and 
support. 
4. Caring neighborhood – Kids feel that their neighbors support, encourage, and care about them. 
5. Caring school climate - Kids feel that their school supports, encourages, and cares about them. 
Parent involvement in schooling – Parents are actively involved in helping young people succeed in school. 
 

Listed below are some of the Search Institute’s suggested ways  
to enhance our home environments’ support assets: 

Family Support 
• Give more hugs and verbal reinforcement.  Tell your children how much you love them. 
• Eat at least one meal together every day. 
Spend time with each of your children individually. 
Positive Family Communication 
• Be available wherever and whenever your kids want to talk. 
• When your kids talk, really listen.  Accept the fact that you won’t agree on everything.  Never label a child’s 
opinions, beliefs, feelings, or experiences “silly,” “stupid,” “childish,” or “wrong.” 
Ask your child’s opinion or advice about something important. 
Other Adult Relationships 
• Give your children opportunities to spend time with other adults – trusted neighbors, favorite teachers, or 
relatives they feel comfortable with and like being around. 
• Get involved in your neighborhood and community.  Introduce your children to people you meet. 
Get to know your children’s friends. 
Caring Neighborhood 
• Introduce your children to your neighbors.  If you do not know your neighbors, introduce yourself. 
• Revive the old tradition of welcoming new neighbors with a plate of cookies or a cake. 
Encourage your children to find ways to serve in your community. 
Caring School Climate 
• Ask your children how they feel about school.  Do they perceive it as a caring, nurturing place?  Why or why 
not? 
• Have your child name people at school who show they care about students.  Write a personal thank you note 
to each of them. 
Get involved with a parent-teacher organization.  Work to create a spirit of cooperation. 
Parent Involvement in Schooling 
• Speak with each of your child’s teachers in person at least once during the school year.  Call to check in 
every other month. 
• When you receive a school calendar, enter important dates and events on your family’s master calendar.  
Make attending school events a priority. 
In general, parents tend to be most involved with their children’s education during elementary school, and less 
involved during middle and high school.  Make it a point to stay actively involved for as long as your child is in 
school.
