Continuing Faith Formation is designed to nurture a life-long relationship with God. After a child has
received their First Reconciliation and First Eucharist they should continue to attend faith formation
classes and begin their formation in ministry. Beginning this year students in grades 3 - 8 will be required
to participate in the Altar server ministry, which will be part of their class participation. Mass is essential
and is the responsibility of the family!!

o Catechesis of the Good Shepherd (CGS) is a hands-on, interactive working environment where children
are guided toward a greater understanding of God’s love in their life. They encounter Jesus, the Good
Shepherd who loves them, cares for them and knows them by name.

CGS Level 1 is a 3 year process and is for children ages 3 through kindergarten.
The child must be potty trained and also 3 years of age by September 30, 2011.

CGS Level Il is also a 3 year process and is for children in grades 1, 2 and 3. Level Il helps children to
develop their relationship with Christ and to acquire a deeper understanding of Catholic identity, moral
teaching of the Church and Catholic Tradition. Level Il also helps the children prepare for First
Reconciliation and First Eucharist. Mass is an essential part of Sacrament preparation and is required.
Attendance at Mass will be taken.

e Children’s Catechumenate is a two year program for children who were not baptized as infants and who
have attained the age of reason (7 years of age or older). The children attend weekly age-appropriate
classes and special monthly family preparation sessions. The children celebrate the Sacraments of
Initiation (Baptism, Confirmation and First Eucharist) at the Easter Vigil of their second year.
