EVERYDAY HEROES

In today’s first reading, the Jews of
Antioch reject the preaching of Paul and
Barnabas, and the two apostles leave to take
their message to other places. They turn from
the people of the Old Covenant, their fellow
Jews, to invite the Gentiles in the rest of the
world to become people of the New Covenant.

This is a turning point for the first Christians.
The apostles felt compelled by their experiences
of the risen Jesus to take his Good News as far
as they could. Their intense love of the Lord and
their desire to do God’s will sent them on
journeys throughout the lands bordering the
Mediterranean Sea. They were jeered at,
flogged, cursed, imprisoned, and shipwrecked.
Some, including Peter and Paul, met a martyr’s
death. “That was then,” you might say, “and
this is now. I won’t ever be martyred.” Maybe,
but martyrdom is not necessarily physical
death; the root meaning of the word is “to
witness.”

Think of the elderly man caring for his wife
with Alzheimer’s, the parents of an autistic
child, the single mother whose teenage son is
disabled. These are all martyrs in the sense that
they put another’s good before their own. They
lay down their life daily for someone other than
themselves. To a greater or lesser extent, this
kind of martyrdom—others before self—is
intended to be a thread running through the
lives of all of us.

If we so choose, every kindness, every good
word, every thoughtful deed can reflect our love
of God to others. God does not demand this of
us, but we can demand it of ourselves. From all
that God gives us, let us give back in kind.
