SAINT FRANCIS OF ASSISI (1182-1226)
October 4 -

When Franco Zeffirelli’s
Brother Sun, Sister Moon was
released (1972), people were
shocked by the movie’s graphic
nudity in the dramatic conversion
scene. Son of a wealthy merchant,
Francis’ aimless adolescence ended when a failed
military expedition led to his imprisonment and
complete breakdown.

Once home, Francis rediscovered God in
the beauty of nature and the ugliness of human
suffering, caring for lepers, praying in the little
church of San Damiano, whose crucified Jesus he
heard calling, “Repair my house, Francis, which is
falling into ruins.” Francis sold his possessions—
and his father’s—to fulfill this command. When
his father objected, Francis disrobed: “I return the
clothes, your name, and all you gave me: God
alone is my Father now.” Later, the pope would
dream of a ragged friar stretching forth a single
hand to prop up the crumbling papal Cathedral of
Saint John Lateran.

Francis indeed helped rebuild the
universal Church, founding the Friars Minor
(Franciscans), dying at a young forty-four, bear-
ing the stigmata of the Christ whose living icon

he remains—in the Church and far beyond it.

Dear Parishioners,

Today I would like to take the opportunity to say thank
you to all the volunteers and liturgical ministers that
use their time and talent to build up the body of Christ
here in our very own faith community. We all see the
work that they do, and it seems we just expect them to
be there for us. How often do we actually notice the
time, the labor, the gift of fellowship, the love and the
giving spirit with which they go about their ministry or
volunteer position.

Take the hospitality ministry for instance. Did you
know that the donuts must be ordered ahead of time
and then picked up at the crack of dawn on Sunday
mornings, then preparations to make the coffee and all
the rest so that they are ready to then set everything out
on Sunday morning for the “after mass donuts and
coffee crowds”? The sticky tables must be wiped down
after every mass and preparations are made for the new
crowd that will usher in. After the noon mass, there is
much more clean up and plenty to put away before
these volunteers may go home. They do it with joy for
you and I because in serving us, they serve the Lord.

Outreach serves the poor and disadvantaged. This is not
always so easy. There is endless sorting of food and
clothing, packing of food bags, and shopping for
essential items that are quickly depleted. Emotions can
run high in a ministry such as this one, but our outreach
volunteers keep a loving, yet professional attitude as
they go about trying to help those who have little to
nothing to eat or wear.

Ministers to the Sick serve those who are confined to
their homes or hospital beds. They essentially bring
“the community” to those who are unable to come and
join to us at Mass on Sundays. They represent us as
they share the love of God, pray with those they visit
and offer a bit of themselves to these who are often
forgotten and lonely. They bring Jesus in the Eucharist
and in themselves.

I could go on and on praising each and every ministry
and volunteer position, but you get what I am trying to
say. Those who give of themselves to serve God and
their brothers and sisters are a blessing to all of us.
Please remember to SEE what they are doing and thank
them for all they do. One day we hope to see the day
that we all thank one another, because we are ALL
giving of ourselves in service to God and one another.

Those who put their faith into action
will be like "the just one" in today's reading
from Habakkuk, who, “"because of his faith,
shall live" (HGkakUk 224). © Copyright, J. S. Paluch Co.

Turn on a TV on any day of the week
and start switching channels. You are likely to
find at least one ostensibly Christian preacher
expounding on a strange central message. The
message? If you are a believer, God wants you
to be rich. How do you become g
rich? You give as much as
possible to God’s minister (the
preacher), who will do God’s
work on your behalf, and then
God will bless you with what-
ever you desire.

This message is known by many names,
such as the “name-it-and-claim-it gospel,” the
“gospel of success,” and the “prosperity gospel.”
Based on unrelated verses in the Old and New
Testament, this so-called gospel is not good
news. Nor is it the real teaching of Jesus.

In the scriptures God is the greatest
giver of all; God is the origin and creator of all
that is good. God’s mercy and goodness are not
a result of our gifts of money, or even our
prayers and good behavior. Rather, God gives to
us first: life, health, skills, and resources.

We are invited to change our hearts, to
live like Jesus, the apostles, and the saints, and
to trust in God to provide what we need
henceforward. This requires more of us than
simply putting a check in the mail and waiting
for miracles to come our way.

Yet it is the daily effort of being a
disciple that some of us cannot accept. Like the
disciples in today’s Gospel, we harbor the secret
desire that God will wave a magic wand just for
us, make our troubles cease, and give us all the
things that we want. But Jesus tells us that is

not God’s way. It shouldn’t be ours, either.
